Prepare for three times the fun on this ultimate adventure by zipline, ATV and by following a jungle
trail to the gorgeous Damajagua waterfalls. The leisurely hike through the unspoiled wilds will
introduce the natural beauty that you will experience in three ways. You will first race through the tree
canopy on a series of five ziplines, each uniquely exhilarating. Negotiating two suspension bridges
between the ziplines will add to the thrills. Upon reaching the waterfalls, you might swim in the pools
at the bottom of the many cascades or simply enjoy the serenity of the surrounding forest. Few places
are quite so breathtaking. You will see this natural wonderland from yet another perspective by riding
off-road in an open-air vehicle built to handle even the toughness terrain. The experience will deliver
one thrill after another as you tear across a river, through the mud and into a small village for a
cultural encounter.

HIGHLIGHTS:
Fly high above the jungle floor on five ziplines and walk across two suspension bridges.
Enjoy a refreshing swim in the pools below the Damajagua waterfalls.

Race through the countryside in an open-air ATV built for adventure.

You can expect to see
premium cigars being hand-rolled from a blend of tobacco leaves, coffee beans being roasted and
organic cocoa beans being processed for chocolate and to flavor or other foods. You will also browse
a museum devoted entirely to amber, an ancient, hardened tree sap that is often used in jewelry.
Similarly, larimar is a rare blue mineral only found in the Dominican Republic and it too is often
incorporated into jewelry. Beside seeing how all of these raw products are hand-crafted into
extraordinary merchandise, you will spend free time shopping in downtown Puerto Plata. And what
better way to relax afterwards than by basking in the sun on a gorgeous stretch of beach and
swimming in the sea.

DETAILS:

Settle in for a spectacularly scenic drive around St. Thomas, much of it on the elevated road Skyline
Drive. As you begin to ascend into the hills, you will enjoy sweeping views of the sea and your cruise
ship in the harbor. The higher you go, the more extraordinary the views. Occasional stops at the most
picturesque vantage points will provide historical perspectives as well, as the guide will point out and
describe the sights. For instance, the Drake’s Seat lookout is named after Sir Francis Drake, the



English explorer and privateer that supposedly watched over the harbor from there in the late 1500s.
For the ultimate bird-eye view, you will stop at Mountain Top, the highest point on St. Thomas. From
there, you will be treated to panoramas of the island and the British Virgin Islands in the distance.
Your excursion includes your round-trip tram ride. Once at the top, there are souvenir shops, tasty
treats, and beverages for purchase, including the World Famous Bailey’s Bushwacker and the brand
new Skywalker. Beautiful views of the harbor, your ship, downtown historic Charlotte Amalie,
surrounding islands can be seen and on a clear day you can see all the way to St. Croix and Vieques.
Be sure to bring your camera to capture the amazing views you’ll see on this tour. After descending
by tram, you can shop at Haven sight Mall next to the cruise pier.

HIGHLIGHTS:

e Drive around St. Thomas on elevated roads that offer the most magnificent views.

e Pause at scenic lookouts such as Drake’s Seat, which presents ultimate harbor view.
e Gaze out over St. Thomas from Mountain Top, the highest point on the island.

SEA TREKKIN’ HELMET DIVE

Enjoy a 25-minute scenic drive to Coral World Ocen Park, upon arrival a Sea Trek guide will brief you
on your exciting undersea adventure. The staff will help you suit up with water shoes, gloves and your
Sea Trek helmet which keeps your face and hair dry while it provides air, weight, and stability. In
guided groups no more than ten, you'll trek around coral reefs and see their abundant marine life up
close and personal 18-20 feet below the surface. Get a diver’s view of fish and corals, without any
swimming or diving experience!

When you resurface, you'll have about 90 minutes to explore Coral World on your own. Marvel at the
grace of the sea turtles, sharks, and stingrays. At the touch pool, gently handle starfish and sea
urchins, pet a sea cucumber, meet a hermit crab and other touchable sea creatures. Visit the Lorikeet
Garden and feed these playful and colorful birds some nectar. Find a special gift or souvenir at one of
the unique gift shops and relax and refresh at one of the open-air cafes. Wear your swimsuit and
bring a towel. You may wear prescription eyeglasses in the water. Video and photos taken by tour
guides are available for purchase. Personal cameras are not permitted on the helmet dive portion of
this tour.

e Participants must be at least 8 years of age and weigh a minimum of 80 Ibs.

The Island Zipline Adventure course is a combination of the Osprey Zipline plus the Seahawk Zipline
to give you six high-flying zips plus a series of V-net bridges, chimney climbs and cargo nets,
designed to challenge but not overwhelm your physical and mental strength. Tour starts with an
elevator ride to the top of the Flighthouse.

With platforms at 120-feet above ground and top speed of over 50 mph, your senses will be dazed
with adrenaline as you zip out over the beach and reef of Great Stirrup Cay. The V-nets allow you to
transverse from one zipline to another while providing you with bird’s eye view of your fellow guests,
the many islands to the South or the turquoise waters and their inhabitants below.

For those feeling extra strong and confident we've added an almost vertical cargo net climb and V-net
bridges.

Either way this zipline course is great for individuals, families or just a bunch of friends who want to
get together to experience some adventurous fun. Tour space is limited, secure your adventure today!
